CHAPTER-I
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and commencement:—
(1) These regulations may be called "BANK OF MAHARASHTRA (EMPLOYEES') PEN-
SION REGULATIONS, 1995",

(d) "Average Emoluments" means the average of the pay drawn by an employee during the last
ten months of his service in the Bank;

(e) '"Bank" means BANK OF MAHARASHTRA mentioned under column 2 of THE
FIRST SCHEDULE of the Act;

(f) "Board'" means the Board of Directors of the Bank;
(g) "Child" means a child of the employee, who, if a son, is under twenty-five years of age and if a
daughter. is unmarried and is under twenty-five years of age and the expression "children" shall

be construed accordingly;

(h) "Competent Authority' means the authority appointed by the Board for the purposes of these
regulations;
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(i) "(‘onsolidated Wages" means Jump sum amouat payable to part—tlmc employee belongmg w
the subordinate staff who is not drawing scale wages;

() "Contribution" means any sum credited by the Bank on behalf of emplovee to the Fund, but
shall net include any sum credited as interest;

(k) "Date of retirement" means the last date of the month in which an employec attains the age of
superannuation or the date on which lig is retired by the Bank or the date on which the employee
voluntarily retires or the date on which the officer is deemed to have retired;

(1) "Deemed to have retired" means cessation from service of the Bank on appointment by Central
Governiment as a whole-time Director or Managing Director or Chairman in the Bank or in any
other Bank specitied in column 2 of the FIRST SCHEDULE of the Act or Banking Companies
(Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1980 (40 of 1980) or in any public financial
institution or State Bank of India established under State Bank of India Act, 1955 (23 of 1955);

(m) "Discipline and Appeal Regulations' means the Bank of Maharashtra Officer Employees'
(Discipline and Appeal) Regulations, 1976 made under section 19 of the Act;

(n) "Employee'" means any person employed in the service of the Bank on full time work on
ermanent basis or on part-time work on permanent basis on scale wages and who opts and is
governed by these regulations, but does not include a person employed either on contract basis

or daily wage basis or on consolidated wages;

(0) "Family" in relation to an employee means:
(a) wife in the case of a male employee or husband in the case of a female employee:

(b) ajudicially separated wife or husband, such separation not being granted on the ground of
~adultery and the person surviving was not held guilty or committing adultery;

(c) son who has not attained the age of twenty-five years and unmarried daughter who has not
attained the age of twenty-five years, including such son or daughter adopted legally;

(p) "Financial year" means a year commencing on the 1st day of April;

(qQ) "Fund" means the " Bank of Maharashtra (Employees') Pension Fund" constituted under regu-
lation 5;

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4. Option to subscribe to the Provident Fund. -

(1) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-regulation (4) of Regulation 3, an employee who joins
the service of the Bank on or after the notified date at the age of thirty-five years or more, may,
within a period of ninety days from the date of his appointment, elect, to forego his right to

pension, whereupon these regulations shall not apply to him.

(23 The optiun referred to in sub-regulation (1) and Regulation 3, once exercised, shall be final.

CHAPTER Iif

THE FUND

5. Coustitution of the Fund. -

(1) The Bark shall constitute a Fund to be calied the " Bank of Maharashtra (Employees') Pension

Fund" under an irrevocable trust within one hundred twenty days from the notified date.

(2) The Fund shall have for its sole purpose the provision of the payment of pension or family pension

in accordance with these regulations to the employee or his family.

(3) The Bank shall be a contributor to the Fund and shall ensure that sufficient sums are placed in it to

enable the trustees to make due payments to beneficiaries under these regulations.

6. Liability of the Provident Fund Trust. -

The Provident Fund trust shall, immediately after the constitution of the Fund, transfer to the
Bank of Maharashtra (Employees') Pension Fund, the accumulated balence of the contribution
of the Bank to the Provident Fund and interest accrued thereon upto the date of such transfer in

respect of every employee.
7. Composition of the Fund. -
The Fund shall consist of the following, namely, -

Actuarial investigatioin of the Fund. -

The Bank shall cause an investigation to be made by an Actuary into the financial
condition of the Fund every financial year,on the 31st day of March, and make such
additional annual contributions to the Fund as may be required to sacure payment of
the henefits under these regulations:

Provided that the Bank shall cause an investigation to be made by an Actuary
into the financial condition of the Fund, as on the 31st day of March immediately
following the financial year in which the Fund is constituted.

Investment of the Fund. ~

All moneys contributed to the Fund or raceived or accruing after that date by way of
interest or otherwise to the Fund, may be deposited in a Post Office Savings Bank
Account in India or in a current account with any scheduled bank or utilised in
accordance with the previsions of the Indian Trust Act, 1882 (2 of 1882).

Payment out of the fund :-

The payment of benefits by the trust shall be administered for grant of pensionary
benefits to the empioyees of the Bank or the family pension to the familes of the

CHAPTER 1V

QUALIFYING SERVICE

Qualifylng service.-

Subject to the other conditions contained in these regulations, an employee who has
rendered a minimum of ten years of service in the Bank on the date of his retirement
or the date on which he is deemed to have retired shall qualify for pension.

Commencement of qualifying service.-

Subject to the provisions. contained in these regulations, qualifying service of an
employee shall commence from the date he takes charge of the post to which he is
tirst appointed on a permanent basis.

Counting of service on probation. -

Service on probation against a post in the Bank If followed by confirmation in the
same or any other pos! shall qualify.

Counting of perlods spent on leave. -

All leave during service in the Bank for which leave salary is payable shall count as
qualifying service : p

Provided that extraordinary leave on loss ot pay shall not count as qualifying
service except when the sanctioning authority has directed that such ieave not
exceeding twelve months during the entire seivice, may count as service for all
purposes including pension.

Broken perlod of service of less than one year.-

If the period of service of an employea includes broken perod of service less than
one year, then if such broken period is more than six months, it shai: be treated as
one year and if such broken period is six months or less, it shall be ignored.

Counting of period spent on training. -

Period spent by an employee on training in the Bank immediately before his
appointment shall count as qualifying service.

Counting of past service In the erstwhile bank. -

In the case of an employee who is permanentiy transferrred te a service in the Bank
from any other bank on merger, amalgamaticn of any other bank with the Bank to
which these reguiations apply, the continuous service rendered by such an employee
in any other bank on permanent basis, if any, followed without interruption, by
permanent appointment, or the continuous service rendered under that bank in a

permanent capacity, as the case may be, shall qualify :

Provided that nothing contained in this regulation shall apply to any such
employee who is appointed on contract basis or on daily wage basis or on consolidated
wages.

Period of suspension. -

Period of suspension of an employee pending inquiry shall count for qualifying service
where, on conclusion of such inquiry, he has been fully exonerated or the suspension
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is hel

d to be wholly unjustified, and In other cases, the period of suspension shall not

count as qualifying service unless the Competent Authority passing the orders under
the Service Regulations or Discipline and Appeal Regulations or Settlements governing

cases expressly declares at the time that it shall count to such extent as such

authority may declare.

Resignation or dismissal or removal or termination of an employee from the
service of the Bank shall entail forfeiture of his entire past service and
consequently shall not qualify for pensionary benefits;

Provided that before making an entry in the service record of
the Bank employee regarding forefeiture of past service because of his
participation in strike, an opportunity of representation may be given to
such bank employees.

Pericd of deputation to foreign service.-

An employee deputed on foreign service to the United Nations or any other foreign
body or organisation may at his option,-

(a) pay pension contribution in respect of his foreign service and count such service
as qualifying service under these regulations; or

(b) avail ofthe retirement benefits admissible under the rules of the foreign employer
and not count such service as qualifying service under these regulations:

Provided that where an employee opts for clause (b), retirement
benefits shall be payable to him in India in rupees from such date and in such
manner as the Bank may, by order specify.

Military service.-

An employee who has rendered military service before appointment in the Bank shall
continue to draw the military pension, if any, and military service rendered by the
employae shall not count as qualifying service for pension.

Period of deputation to an organisation in India.-

Period of deputation of an employee to another organisation in India will count as
qualifying service:

Provided the organisation to which he is deputed or the employee pays the
pensionary contributions at the rates specified in sub-regulation (a) of Regulation 7
of these regulations or at the rates specified by the Bank at the time of deputation,
whichever is higher to the Bank.

Addition to qualifying service In speclal circumstances.-

An employee shall be eligible to add to his service qualifying for superannuation
pension (but not for any other class of pension) the actual period not exceeding one
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fourth of the length of his service or the actual period by which his age at the time of
recruitment exceeded the upper age limit specified by the Bank for direct recruitment
or a period of five years, whichever is less, if the service or post to which the employee

29. Pension on Voluntary Retirement.-

On or after the 1st day of November, 1993, at any time after an employee has
completed twenty years of qualifying service he may, by giving notice of not less
than three months in writing to the appointing authority retire from service;

Provided that this sub-regulation shall not apply to an employee who
is on deputation or on study leave abroad unless after having been transferred
or having returned to India he has resumed charge of the post in India and has
served for a period of not less than one year;

(a) Anemployee referred to in sub-regulation (1) may make a request in writing
to the appointing authority to accept notice of voluntary retirement of less
than three months giving reasons therefor:

(b) On receipt of a request under clause (a), the appointing authority may,
subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (2), consider such request for

the curtailment of the period of notice of three months on merits and if it is
satisfied that the curtailment of the period of notice will not cause any

administrative inconvenience, the appointing authority may relax the
requirement of notice of three months on the condition that the employee
shall not apply for commutation of a part of his pension before the expiry
of the notice of three months.

An employee, who has elected to retire under this regulation and has given
necessary notice to that effect to the appointing authority, shall be precluded
from withdrawing his notice except with the specific approval of such authority:

Provided that the request for such withdrawal shall be made before
the intended date of his retirement.

The qualifying service of an employee retiring voluntarily under this regulation
shall be increased by a period not exceeding five years, subject to the condition
that the total qualifying service rendered by such employee shall not in any
case excesd thirty-three years and it does not take him beyond the date of
superannuation.

The pension of an employee retiring under this regulation shall be based on the
average emoluments as defined under clause (d) of Regulation 2 of these
Regulations and the increase, not exceeding five years in his qualifying service,
shall not entitle him to any notional fixation of pay for the purpose of calculating
his pension.

Explanation:- For the purpose of this sub-regulation "allowances"means
allowances which are admissible to the extent counted for making contributions
to the Provident Fund.

Pension as computed being aggregate of sub-regulation (2) and (3) above shall
be subject to the minimum pension as specified in these regulatons.

An employee who has commuted the admissible portion of his pension as per
the provisions of Regulation 41 of these Regulations shall receive only the
balance of pension, monthly.

The period of the preceeding ten months for the purpose of average emoluments
shall be reckoned from the date of retirement.

In the case of voluntary retirement or premature retirement, the period of the
preceeding ten months for the purpose of average emoluments shall be reckoned
from the date on which the employee voluntarily retires or is premature retired
by the Bank.

In the case of dismissal or removal or compulsory retirement or termination of
service, the period of the preceeding ten months for the purpose of average
emoluments shall be reckoned from the date on which the employee is dismissed
or removed or compulsorily retired or terminated by the Bank.

If during the last ten months of the service, an employee had been absent from
duty on extraordinary leave on loss of pay or had been under suspension and
the period whereof does not count as service, the aforesaid period of
extraordinary leave or suspension shall not be taken into account in the
calculation of the average emoluments and an equal period before the ten months
shall be included.

FAMILY PENSION

39. Family Penslon.-

Without prejudice to the provisions contained in these regulations where an
employee dies-

(a) after completion of one year of continuous service; or

The Table above indicates the commuted value of pension expressed as number
of years' purchase with reference to the age of the pensioner as on his next
birthday. The commuted value in the case of an employee retiring at the age of
fifty eight years is 10.46 years' purchase and, therefore, if he commutes rupees
one hundred from his pension within one year of retirement, the lump sum amount
payable to him works out to Rs. 100 x 10.46 x 12 = Rs.12,552.

An employee who had commuted the admissible portion of pension is entitled to
have the commuted portion of the pension restored after the expiry of a period
of fifteen years from the date of commutation.

An applicant who is authorised a superannuation pension, voluntary retirement
pension, premature retirement pension, compulsory retirement pension, invalid
pension or compassionate allowance shall be eligible to commute a fraction of
his pension under these reguiations.

(b) the expression "grave misconduct” includes the communication or disclosure of any secret official
code or password or any sketch, plan, model, article, note, documents or information, such as is
mentioned in section 5 of the Official secrets act, 1923 (19 of 1923) which was obtained while
holding office in the tank so as to prejudicially affect the interests of the general public or the
security of the State.

(c) the expression " fraudulently” shall have the meaning assigned 1o it under section 25 of the Indian
Penal Code, 1860 (45 of 1860);

(d) the expression "criminal breach of trust" shall have the meaning assigned to it under section 405 of
the Indian Penal Codc, 1860 (45 of 1860),

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(e) the expression "forgery" shall have the meaning assigned to it under section
463 of the indian Penal Code, 1860 (45 of 186U).

47. Commutation of pension during departmsenta! or judicial proceesdings.-

An employee against whom departmental or judicial proceedings have been instituted
betore the date of his retirment or a person against wham such proceedings ure
instituted after the date of hic retirament shall not‘be-e’ligiblé to commuta a fraction of
his provisional pension,or pension, as the case méy be, authorised undar these
regulations during the pendency of such proceedings.

48. Recovery of Pecuniary loss caused to the Bank.-

(1) The Compotent Authority may withhold or withdraw a pension or a part thereof,
whethar permanently or for a specified period, and order recovery from pension
of the whole or part of any peouniary loss caused te the Bank if in any
devarimental or judicial proceedings the pensioner is found guilty of grave
misconduct or nagligence or criminal breach of trust or forgery or acts done
frauduiently during the period of his service;

Provided that the Board shall be censulted befere any final orders
are passed;

Provided further that departmental proceedings, if instituted while
the employee was in service, shall, after the retirement of the employee, be
deemed to be proceedings under these regulations and shall be continued and
concluded by the authority by which they were commenced in the same manner
as if the employee had continued in service;

Provided also that no departmental or judicial proceedings, if not
initated while the employee was in service, shall be instituted in respect of a
cause of action which arese er In respect of an event which took place more
than four yoars before such institution.

(2) Where the Competent Authority orders recovery of pecuniary loss from the
pansion, the recovery shall not ordinarily be made at a rate exceeding one-
third of the pension admissible on the date of retirement of the employee;

Provided that where a part of pension is withheld or withdrawn, the
amourt of nernsion drawn by a pensioner shall not be less than the minimum
pension paysbie under these regulations.
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49. Recovery of Bank's dues.-

50.

The Bank shall be entitled {o recover the dues to the Bank on account of housing
loans, advances, licence fees, other recoveries and recoveries due to staff co-operative
credit society from the commutation value of the pension or the pension or the family
pension.

Commercial employment after retirement.-

(1)

if a pensioner who immsdiately before his retirement was holding the post of an
officer and wishes to accept any commercial employment before the expiry of
two years from the date of his retiroment, he shall obtain the previous sanction
of the Bank to such acceptance:

Subject to the provision of sub-regulation (3), the Bank may, by order in writing,on
the application by a paensioner, grant,subject to such conditions, if any, as it may
deem necessary, parmission, or refuse, for reasons to be recorded in the order,
permission to such pensioner to take up the commercial employment speéified
in the application .

In graniing or refusing permission under sub-regulation (2) to a pensioner for
taking up any commercial employement, the Bank shall have regard to the
following factors, namely :-

(a) the nature of the employmént proposed to be taken up and the antecedents
of the employer;

(b) whether his duties in the employment which he preposes to take up might
be such as to bring him into confiict with the Bank;

(c) whether the pensioner while in service had any such dealing with the
employer under whom he proposes to seek employment as it might afford
a reasonable basis for the suspicion that such pensioner had shown favours
to such employer;

(d) whether the duties of the commaercial employment proposed involve liaison
or contact work with Bank;

(e) whether his commercial duties will be such that his previous official position
or knowledge or experience under Bank could be used to give the proposed
employer an unfair advantage;
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() the emolumeits ottered by the proposed employer; and
(g) any other relevant factor.

Where within a period of sixty days of the date of recaipt of an application under
sub-regulation (3), the Bank does not refuse to grant the permission applied tor
or does not communicate the refusal to the applicant, the 2ank shail be deemed
to have granted the permission applied for :

Provided that in any case where defective or insufficient information
is furnished by the applicant and it becomes necessary for the Bank to seek
further clarifications or information from him, the period of sixty days chall be
counted from the date on which the defects have been removed or cormiplete
information has been furnished by the applicant.

Where the Bank grants the permission applied fer subject to any conditions or
refuses such permission, the .applicant may, within thirty days of the receipt of
the order of the Bank to that effect, make a representation against any such
condition or refusal and the Bank may make such orders thereon as it deems fit:

Provided that ne order other than an order cancelling such condition
or granting such permission without any conditions shall be made under this
sub-ragulation without giving the pensioner making the representation an
opportunity to show cause against the order proposed to be made.

If any pensioner takes up any commercial employment at any time before the
expiry of two years from the date of his retirement without the prior permission

of the Bank or commits a breach of any condition subject to such permission
to take up any commercial employment has been granted to him under this

regulation, it shall be competent for the Bank to declare by order in writing and
for reasens to be recorded therein that he shall nol be entitled to the whole or
such part of the pension and for such periods as may be specified in the order;

Provided that no such order shall be made without giving the pensioner
concerned an opportunity of show cause against such declaration:

Provided further that in making any order under this sub-regulation, the
Bank shall havas regrd to the following factors namely: -

(i) the financial circumstances of the pensioner concerned;
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(i) the nature of,and the emoluments from, the commaercial employment taker
up by the pensioner concerned, and;

(i) any other relevant factor.

(7) Every order passed by the Bank under this regulation shall be communicated to
the pensionar concerned.

(8) In this regulation, the expression "commercial employment® means -

(i) an employment in any capacity including that ot an agent, under a company
(including a banking company), co-operative gociety, firm or Individual
engaged in trading, commercial, industrial, financial or protessional
business and includes algso a directorship of such company (including a
banking company), and partnership of such firm but does not include
employment under a body corporate, wholly or substantially owned or
controlled by the Central Government or a State Government;

(i) setting up practice, either independently or as a partner of a firm, as advisor
or consultant in matters in raspect of which the pensioner -

(A) has no professional quaiifications and the matters in respect of which
the practice is to be set up or is carried on are relatable to his official
knowledge or experience, or

(B) has professional qualifications but the matters in respect of which such
practice is to be set up are such as are likely to give his clients an
4unfair advantage by reason of his previous official position, or

(C) has to undertake work involving lialson or contact with the offices or
efficers of the Bank.

Explanation.- For the purpose of this clause, the expression
"employment under a co-operative society" inciudes the holding of any
office,whether alective or otherwise, such as that of President,
Chairman, Manager, Secretary, Treasurer and the like,by whatever
name called in such socisty.

51. Nomination.-

(1) The trust shall allow every employee governed by these regulations to make a
nomination conferring on one or more persons the right to receive the amount of
pensionary benefits under these reguiations in the event of his death before
that amount becomes payable or, having become payable, has not been paid.
Such nomination shall be made in such form as may be specified by the Bank
from time to time.

(2) If any employee nominates more than one person under sub-regulation (1), he
shall, in his nomination, specify the amount or share payable to each of the
nominees in such a manner as to cover the whole of the amount of the pensionary
benefits that may be payable in the event of his death.

(3) A nomination made by an employee may, at any time, be modified or revoked by
him after giving a written notice to the trust of his intertion of doing so in such
form as the Bank may from time to time specify.

(4) A nomination or its revocation or its modification shall take effect to the extent it
is valid on the date on which it is received by the Trust.

Date from which pension becomes payable. -

(1) Exceptin the case of an employee te whurn the provisions of Regulation 43 and
Regulation 4€ apply a pension other than the family pension shail become
payable from the date following the date on which an employee retires.

(2) Family pension shall become payable from the date following the date of death
of the employee or the pensioner.

(3) Pension including family pension shali be payable for the day on which its recipient
dies.

Currency in which pension is payable. -

All pensions admissible under these regulations shall be payable in rupees in India
only.

Manner of payment of pension. -

A pension fixed at a monthly rate shall be payable monthly on or after the first day of
the following month.

Power to issue Instructions.-

The Chairman and Managing Director of the Bank may from time to time issue
instructions as may be considered necessary or expedient for the implemantation of
these regulations.

Residuary provisions.-

In case of doubt, in the matter of application of these regulations, regard may be had
to the corresponding provisions of Central Civil Services Rules, 1972 or Central Civit
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Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1981 applicable for Central Government
employcas with such exceptions and modifications as the Bank, wih the previous
sanction of the Central Government, may from time to time, determine.
