Preamble

Whereas it is felt necessary to frame regulations defining the terms
and condltions of service of the staff of the Small Industries Devel-
opment Bank of India, the Board of the Small Industries Develop-
ment Bank of India hereby makes the following regulations :

CHAPTER-
PRELIMINARY

Short title 1

These regulations may be called the Small Industries Development
Bank of india (Staff) Regulations, 2001.

Application 2

{1) These Regulations shall apply to -

{i) an employee who is deemed to be appointed by the Small
Industries Development Bank of India by reason of sub-sections (1)
and (2} of Section 33 of the Small Industries Development Bank of
India Act, 1989 (39 of 1989) (hereinafter referred to as “the Act”), and

(i} every whole time employee of the Small Industries Development
Bank of India;

Provided that they shall not apply, except as otherwise provided
in these Regulations or to such extent as may be specially or
generally prescribed by the Board, to -

(a) the Chairman and Managing Director,
(b) Whole-time Directors

{c) staff employed temporarily or officers or other staff recruited on
special contracts, and,

(d) staff employed outside India.

(2) Nothing in these Regulations shall operate to averride any special
agreement or agreements entered into by the Small Industries
Developmant Bank of India with any of its employees.

Definitlons 3

In these Regulations, unless there is anything repugnant in the
subject or context -

(a) "the Board” means the Board of Directors of the Small Industries
Bank and, in relation to any powers exercisable by it, includes the
Executive Committee and also any other Committee of Directors;

{b) “the Chairman™ means the Chairman and Managing Director of
the Small Industries Bank and in relation to the powers exercisable
by the Chairman and Managing Director includes a Whole time
Director and an Executive Diractor.

{c) "Chief Accountant" means the Chief Accounting Officer of the
Small Industries Bank and, in relation to any powers exercisable by
Chief Accountant, includes a Chief General Manager or General
Manager or Deputy General Manager in the Accounts Department.
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(d) “the Chief General Manager™ means an officer, who, for the time
being, holds the office of the Chief General Manager in the Small
Industries Bank and in relation to any powers exercisable by the
Chiet Genaral Manager includas:

() a General Manager or a Deputy General Manager, in the
respective departments at the Head Office of the Small Industries
Bank, who, for the time being, is the officer in charge of a division or
a department or a wing, as the case may be, in which the employee
concemed is employed or to be empioyed, and

(i) a General Manager or a Deputy General Manager, who, for the
time being, is the officer in charge of an office of the Small Industries
Bank and also such other officer of that office in relation to the
powers exercisable by such a General Manager or a Deputy General
Manager,

(e) “compensatory allowance” means an allowance granted to meet
expenditure necessitated by the special circumstances in which the
duty is performed.

(f) “Competent Authority” means

(i) the Chairman, in the case of officers other than officers in Grade
‘A" and also includes Executive Directors.

(i) Whole-time Director or Executive Director in the case of officers
lower in rank than the Executive Director but other than officers
in Grade ‘A’, and,

(iii} Chief General Manager In the case of other employess.

It also includes in regard to any matter or power to be dealt with or
exercised by the Chairman under these Regulations which has been
delegated to any other authority, the authority to whom the disposal
of the matter or the exercise of the power has been so delegated;

(9) "duty” includes -
(i) service as a probationer
(i) period during which an employee is on joining time;

(iii) period during which an employee is on casual leave or special
casual leave duly authorised by a competent authority; and,

(iv) any other period specifically classified as duty by the Chairman;

(h) “family" means an employee's spouse and children ordinarily
residing with and wholly dependent on the employee;

{i) “Leave pay’ means the monthly pay which an empioyee would
have drawn while on duty but for proceeding on leave.

Pay during leave shall be drawn at full, half or quarter rate of leave
pay, as the case may be, according to the kind of leave availed of by
the employes, no pay being admissible during extra-ordinary leave;

(i) “pay” means the amount drawn by an employee as -

{i) pay which has been sanctioned for a post held by the employee
substantively or in an officiating capacity, or to which the
employee is entitled by reason of the position of the employee in
a cadre;

(i} special pay and personal pay;

(iii} any other emoluments which may be specifically classified as pay
by the Board,

{k} “perscnal pay” means an additional pay granted to an employee -

{i) to save the employee from loss of substantive pay in respect of a
permanent post due to revision of pay or any reduction of such
substantive pay otherwise than as a disciplinary measure; or

(i} in exceptional circumstances, on other personal considerations;

() “the Small Industries Bank” means the Small Industries
Development Bank of India established under the Act.

{m} “special pay” means an addltion, in the nature of pay, to the
emoluments of a post or of an employes granted in consideration of -

{i) the specially arduous nature of the duties; or

{ii) a specific addition to the work or responsibility;

{n) “substantive pay” means the pay to which an employee is entitied
on account of a post to which the employee has been appointed
substantively or by reason of the substantive position of the
employee in a cadre.

Board's power
change Regulations

The Board reserves the right of changing these Regulations from
time to time;

Provided that no new Regulation or alteration in an existing
Regulation shall have any force until passed as a resolution of the
Board and issued in the form of a circular by the Head Office of the
Small Industries Bank.

Provided further, that no new Regulation or alteration in an
existing Regulation shall operate to reduce the scale of pay of an
employee on which the employee is entitled fo draw pay in the
substantive capacity on the day the new Regulation or alteration
comes into force.
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Chalrman’s power to

The Chaiman may delegate to the Chief General Manager, General
Manager, Deputy General Manager, or any other officer, subject to
such conditions as the Chairman may think fit to impose, all or any
powers conferred upon the Chairman by these Regulations with the
exception of the powers conferred by Regulations 20, 21, 46 and 48.

Power to Interpret
d jmplement
agulations

(1) The power to interpret the Regulations vests in the Chairman who
is also heraby empowered to issue such administrative instructions
as may bs necessary to give effect to, and carry out the purposedibf;
the provisions of these Regulations or otherwise to secure effective
contro! of the staff,

(2) The powers exercisable by an authority under these Regulations
shall also be exercisable by any other authority supenor to that

authority.

CHAPTER - I}

APPOINTMENTS, PROBATION AND TERMINATION
OF SERVICE

Glassification of

permanent staff

(1) The permanent staff of the Small Industries Bank shall be
classified as follows:

- Officers
Class il - Clerical staff } Employeas in
Class IV - Subordinate staff } workmen cadres

Class |

(2) The Board shall specify from time to time the pay of each post or
group of posts and the Chdirman shall specify the number of posts of
officers in each group. The number of new posts created in each
grade shall be reported to the Board from time to time.

Temporary Staff 1

(1) Notwithstanding anything contained in these Regulations, such
officers as may be authorised by the Board in this behalf, may
appoint staff on temporary basis subject to such general or special
directions as may be issued by the Chairman from time to time.

(2) The terms and conditions of service of the temporary staff shall be
prescribed by the Chaimman but in no case shall the ferms and
conditions so prescribed be more favourable than those kiid dowri in
these Regulations for an appointment carryiig equivalent statys or
responsibility.

Appointment to the service of the Small Industries Bank shall be
made as follows:

(a) to posts of officers in Grade 'D' and above by the Chairman,
{b) to posts of officers in Grades ‘C’ and 'B' by the Chief General

Manager, HRDD, Head Office, subject to the approval of the
Chairman,

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{c) to posts of officers in Grade ‘A’ by the Chief General Manager,
HRDD, Head Office, subject to such general or special instructions as
may be'issued from time to time by the Chairman,

(d) to any other post by the Chief General Manager subject to such
general or special instructions as may be issued from time to time by
the Chairman.

. |from time to time by the Board, all appointments shall be made as

(1) Subject to such general or spacial instructions as may be issued

hereinafter provided;

(a) if the post to which the appointment is made is the lowest in the
group to which it belongs, direct, and,

(b} in other cases, by promotion
Provided that, the Chairan may, at his discretion, authorise the

appointment of candidates possessing special qualifications to a
grade higher than the lowest.

(2) Appointment of subordinate staff may be made direct or by
promotion as the Chief General Manager may deem fit,

(3) No employee may be transferred from one class to another
without the specific approval in each case of the Chief General
Manager.

All first appointments shall be made on the minimum pay of the grade
to which the appointment is made, provided that the Chairman may
authorise the grant of not more than four initial increments in the
scale of pay fixed for the grade In which the appointment is proposed
to be made in the case of a candidate.

(a) who possesses good academic qualifications, or,

(b} who was in the temporary employment of the Small Industries
Bank prior to appointment in one of the posts covered by these
Regulations, or,

(¢) who possesses speclal experience of value to the Small
industries Bank.

Re-employment In the
Small Industries
Bank’s service

{1) No person who has been removed or dismissed or has otherwise
ceased to be in the service of the Small Industies Bank may be
re-employed without the specific sanction of, and, on such terms and
conditions as may be prescribed by the Chairman, subject, in the
case of appointments to senior officers’ posts in grade 'D' and above,
to the approval of the Board.

(2) Except as otherwise provided by the Chairman or the Board at the
time of re-employment, these Regulations shall apply to a person
who is re-employed in the service of the Small Industries Bank as if
the person had entered the service for the first time on the date of
such re-employment.
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Commencement  of 13 (1) Except as otherwise provided by or under these Regulations,
sarvice “service” of an employee shall be deemed to commence from the

wotking day on which the employee reporis for duty in an
appointment covered by these Regulations at the place and time
intimated to the employee by the appointing authority.

Provided that if the employee reporis in the aftemoon, the
service of the employee shall commence from the next following
working day.

Explanation: In the case of an employee transferred to the service of
the Small Industries Bank from the service of the Industrial
Development Bank of India, who elects and is permitted to serve
under these Regulations, the “service” of the employee shall be
deemed to commence from the date on which the service of the
employee commenced or is deemed to have commenced under the
Industrial Developmant Bank of India {Staff) Rules, 1980.

Definition of service .

, (2) “Service” includes the period during which an employee is on duty

as well as on leave duly authorised by a competent authority but
does not include any period during which an employee is absent from
duty without permission or overstays leave, unless specifically
permitted by a competent authority.

Section 2 - Probation

Officers In Grade ‘C’ 14 An officer in Grade “C" or above directly recruited to the sarvice of the

or above (Direct Small Industries Bank shall be required to be on probation for a

Recrults) period which shall not be less than one year and more than two years
as may be fixed by the Chairman at the time of appointment of the
officer.

Other Officers 15 An officer other than an officer refemed to in Regulation 14 shall,
unless selected from the staff of the Small Industries Bank when the
probationary service may be dispensed with or curtailed at the
discretion of the Chairman, be on probation for two years.

Other employees 16 Employees not included in Regulations 14 and 15 shall, on their first
appointment in the service of the Small Industries Bank, be required
to be on probation for six months.

Discharge during 17 (1) During the first month of probationary period, an employee shall

probation be liable to be discharged at one day's notice and thereafter at one

month’s notice or by payment of substantive pay for one day or one
month, as the case may be, in lieu thereof

(2) Without prejudice to the provisions of Regulation 25, an officer
selected from the staff of the Small industries Bank and appointed on
probation shall be liable to be reverted to the previous grade of the
officer without notice or pay in lieu thereof if, In the opinion of the
competent authority, the officer fails to show safisfactory promise

during the period of probation.
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Appointing 18 The period of probation of an empioyee may be extended at the
aiithority’s power to discretion of the appointing authority but in no case may this period
extend probatlonary ‘oxceed -

period (a) four years in the case of officers, and,

{b) one year in the case of other employees.

Temporary service in 19 Where an employse has rendered continuous temporary service prior
lteu of probation, to the appointment in a permanent vacancy, the provisions of

Regulations 14 and 16 regarding the period required to be spent on
probation may be waived, at the discretion of the appointing authority,
to the extent of the pendd of such temporary service

Saction .3 - Termination of Service

Determination off, 20 (1) Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation {4) an employes shall
service by notlce nat. leave or discontinue the service in the Small Industries Bank
without first giving nofice in writing of the intention to leave or
discontinug the service. The period of notice required shall be -

(a) three months in the case of an employes in Class |, and,

(b) one montt in the case of an employee in any other class

and shall be given to the Chairman in the ¢ase of an officer and to

the Chief General Manager in other cases and, in case of breach
of the provisions of this sub-regylation, the employee shall be
liable to pay to the Small Industries Bank as compensation a
sum equal to the substantive pay for the period of notice required
of the employee;

Provided that the payment of such compensation may be waived
at the discretion of the Chairman or the Chief General Manager,
as the case may be

Notwithstanding anything contained in the sub-regulation (1)
ahove, no employee will discontinue the employment with the
Small Industries Bank unless the resignation s accepted by the
b competent authority.

(2) The Small Industries Bank may determine the service of any
employee after the expiry of the perlod of probation, on giving the
employee - '

(a) three months' notice or pay in lisu: thereof, if the employee is in
Class |, and

{b) one month's notice or pay In lleu thereof if the employee is in any
other class.
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The power o determine the service of an employee shall be
exercised by the Chairman with the prior approval of the Executive
Committee in the case of an officer other than an officer in Grade ‘A’
and by the Chief General Manager, HRDD, Head Office, subject to
such general or special instructions as may be issued by the
Chaiman in the case of an officer in Grade ‘A’ or any other
employee,

{3) Nothing in sub-regulation (2) shall affect the right of the Small
Industries Bank to-

(a) retire or dismiss an employee without notice or pay in lieu thereof
in accordance with the provisions of Regulations 21 and 46; and

(b) determine the service of an employee without notice or pay in lieu
thereof on the employee being certified by the Medical Officer of the
Small Industries Bank to be permanently incapacitated for further
continuous service in the Small Industries Bank

{4) (a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in
sub-regulation (1), an employee against whom disciplinary
proceedings are pending shall not leave or discontinue the
service in the Small Industries Bank without the prior approval in
writing of the competent authority and any notice of resignation
given by such an employee shall not take effect unless it is
accepted by the competent authority;

- {b) Disciplinary proceedings shall be deemed to be pending
against an employee for the purposes of this sub-regulation if the
employee has been placed under suspension, either under
Regulation 45 or sub-regulation (5) of Regulation 46 of these
Ragulations or any notice has been issued asking the employee
to show-cause as to why disciplinary proceedings should not be
initiated against the employee or any charge-sheet has been
issued to the employee under Regulation 46 and will be deemed
to be pending till final orders are passed by the competent
authority.

Explanation 1. The expression 'month’ used in this Regulation shall
be reckoned according to the English calendar and shall commence
from the day following that on which notice is given by the employee|.
or the Small Industries Bank as the case may be.

Explanation 2 : A notice given by an employee under sub-regulation
(1) above shall be deemed to be proper only if the employee remains
on duty during the period pf the notice, and an employee shall not be
entitled to set off any leave eamed and not availed of against the
period of such notice.

Superannuation and
Retirement

{1) An employee, shall retire at 60 years of age;

Provided that an employee, who attains the age of superannuation on
any day other than the first during. any calendar month, shall retire on
the last day of that month. :

Provided further that in the case of an employee in Class |V who has
reached the age of 57 years, the Small Industries Bank may, at its
discretion, retire the employee after giving two months' notice in
writing if in the opinion of the competent authority the efficiency of the
employes Is found to have been impaired,

Provided further that the Small Industries Bank may, at its discretion,
refire, in public interest, an employee other than an employee in
Class IV, at any time after completion of 50 years of age;

Provided further that in the case of an employee other than an
employee in Class IV who has attained the age of 55 years, the
continuance in service of such an employee upto the age of 60 years
shall be subject to the employee being found suitable to be retained
in service.

{2) The power conferred by the provisos to sub-regulation {1) shall be
exercised by the Chairman with the prior approval of the Executive
Committee in the case of an officer other than an officer in Grade ‘A’
and by the Chief General Manager, HRDD, Head Office, subject to
such general or special instructions as may be issued by the
Chairman, in the case of an officer in Grade 'A’ and other employees,

(3) An employee who has attained the age of 50 years may
voluntarlly retire after giving to the competent authority three month's
notice [n writing.

{4) Without prejudice to sub-regulation (3}, an employee govemed by
the Small Industries Development Bank of India Pension Reguiations,
1993 may voluntarily retire at any time after the employee has
completed 20 ysars of qualifying service in the Small Industries Bank
as defined in the Small Indusiries Development Bank of India
Pension Regulations, 1993 (including the period, if any, of such
sarvice rendered or deemed to have been rendered in Industrial
Development Bank of India), (sven though the employes has not
attained the age of 50 years), after giving to the competent authority
three months' notice in writing.

Provided that this sub-regulation shall not apply to an employee
who is on deputation or study leave abroad, unless after having been
transferred or having retumed to India the employee has resumed the
charge of the post in India and served for a period of not less than
one year.
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Provided further that this sub-regulation shall not apply to an
employee who seeks retirement from service for being absorbed
permanently in an autonomous body or a public sector undertaking to
which the employes is on deputation at the time of seeking voluntary
refirement,

(5) The notice of voluntary retirement given under sub-regulation (3)
or sub-regulation (4) shall not be valid unless it is accepted by the
competent authority;

Provided that where the competent authority does not
communicate its decision not to accept such notice before the expiry
of the period specified in the nofice, the retirement shall become
effective from the date of expiry of such period.

(6} The competent authority may, If so requested by the employee,
retiing pursuant to sub-regulation (3) or (4), as the case may be,
waive the notice of voluntary retirement with respect to its full period
or part thereof, if the competent authority is satisfied that such waiver
will not cause any administrative inconvenience. Such waiver shall, if
granted, be subject to the condition that the employee shall not apply
for commutation of a part of the pension before the expiry of the
period of notice of three months.

(7} An employse, who has elected to voluntarily refire, pursuant to
sub-regulation (3) or sub-regulation (4) and has given notice for the
purpose, shall not be entitled to withdraw the notice, except with the
permission of the competent authonity, provided that the request for
such withdrawal shall be made before the intended date of
retirement.

{8) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Regulation, where an
employee has ordinary leave eamed but not availed of as on the date
of retirement, at the option of the employes, the employse may efther
be - :

a) permitted to avail of ordinary leave to the credit of the employee as
on the date of retirement subject to @ maximum of ten months and in
that case, the empioyee will be deemed to retire from service on the
explry of the leave,

OR

b} paid a lumpsum amount which would be equivalent to pay as
defined in Regulation 3(j) of these Regulations, as on the date of
retirement of the employee, for the unavailed ordinary leave to the
credit of the employee as on the date of retirement subject to a
maximum of ten months pius all allowances normally admissible to
the employee concemned during ordinary leave.
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Explanation: “Date of Retirement’ means the date on which the
employee attains the age of superannuation in accordance with the|
provision of this Regulation or the date on which the employee is
retired by the Small Industries Bank under sub-regulation (1) or the
date on which the employee voluntarly retires in terms of
sub-regulation (3) or sub regulation (4) as the case may be.

(9) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Regulation or any
other Regulation, in case disciplinary proceedings have bean initiated
against an employee before the employee ceases to be in the service
of the Small Industries Bank the disciplinary proceedings may, at the
discretion of the Chairman, be thereafter continued and concluded by
the competent authority as if the employee continues to be in the
service, so however, that the employese shall be deemed to be in the
service only for the specific purpose of the continuance and
conclusion of such proceedings.

Explanation : 'Disciplinary Proceedings’ shall include a suspension
of an employee under Regulation 45 or sub-regulation (5) of
Regulation 46 of these Regulations, or any notice issued o an
employee asking the employee to show cause as to why disciplinary
proceedings should not be initiated against the employee, or any
charge-sheet issued to an employee under Reguiation 46 of these
Regulations and will be deemed to be pending fill final order is
passed by the competent authority.

CHAPTER - il

RECORD OF SERVICE, SENIORITY, PROMOTION
AND REVERSION

A record of service shall be maintained by the Small Industries Bank
in respect of each employee at such place or places and shall be
kept in such form and shall contain such information as may be
specified from time to time by the Chief General Manager, HRDD,
Head Office.

An employee confirmed in the service of the Small Industries Bank
shall ordinanily rank for seniority in the grade according to the date of
confimation of the employee in the grade and an employee on
probation shall ordinarily rank for seniority among the employees
selected along with the employee in the same batch according to the
ranking assigned to the employee at the time of selection.

All appointments and promotions shall be made at the discretion of
the Small Industries Bank and notwithstanding the seniority of an
employee in a grade, no employee shall have a right to be appointed
or promoted to any particular post or grade.

(1) An employse transfemed or promoted from one appointment to
another shall be liable to be reverted without notice at any time within
one year of such transfer or promotion.
